NUT PRIDE IN EDUCATION CONFERENCE NOVEMBER 2007

This circular outlines arrangements for the NUT Pride in Education Conference 2007. 

This year’s Conference will be held over Friday, 9 and Saturday, 10 November 2007 and will take place in Birmingham. 

Divisions and local associations are asked to make all their members aware of this Conference so that those teachers who are lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender hear about it and have the opportunity to consider attending.  Even if divisions are not aware of LGBT members, they are urged to publicise the Conference to all members, as about 10 per cent of members may be LGBT. 

Conference Programme

The focus of the Conference will be community cohesion and a look at the implications of the new duty to promote community cohesion for LGBT teachers and students. 

This year’s Conference will include a social dimension, with a meal on the Friday evening.  On Saturday, there will be an opportunity to hear key note speakers and attend a number of workshops.  There will also be an opportunity to debate a motion for Annual Conference 2008.
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Conference Fee

Accommodation will be provided at the IBIS Hotel in Birmingham on Friday evening as part of the Conference fee.  This will enable the formal programme to start on Saturday morning.

The Conference fee will be £105 per person.  The fee includes accommodation at IBIS Hotel on Friday and the Friday evening meal.  It also includes breakfast, coffee and tea and lunch on Saturday.

Non-NUT members will be charged £150. 

Saturday Evening

The Conference will end on Saturday afternoon. Participants who wish to stay overnight at the IBIS Hotel on Saturday evening at their own expense will be able to take advantage of a special discount. Double rooms on a bed and breakfast basis will cost ​​​​​​​​​​​​​​£59.  This price includes breakfast for one person.  Additional bookings for a continental breakfast will be charged at £5.25 per person.  Room bookings for Saturday night should be agreed direct with the hotel.  Delegates wanting to take up the offer of a reduced rate will need to book with Anycia Noally by email at h1459-sb@accor.com.

Divisions and associations are asked to nominate members to attend the Conference, paying their fees and travelling expenses where possible.
