The No Outsiders project has been very much in the news recently. While most of the reports have focused on the project’s use of children’s books depicting a range of family patterns, the No Outsiders project is also making innovative use of art, music, drama and cross-curricular work to challenge stereotypes and prejudice. Research shows that it is too late if homophobia is left unchallenged until the secondary level: homophobia is present in children’s daily lives from an early age. This project is not about promoting homosexuality; it is about promoting understanding and creating a fairer society: a society in which none of our children are left on the outside.
