‘Don’t Fence Me In’ – Caboodle Theatre in Education 

This project is a piece of interactive theatre which is accompanied by an intensive drama workshop.  It explores assumptions about sexuality.

Using humour we tackle these assumptions, which we all make about sexuality and gender issues.  The piece explores the relationship between three characters, who allow their assumptions on sexuality to prejudice the way they behave towards each other.   The piece is designed to explore the impact that loaded words can have.   

‘Don’t Fence Me In’ is a hard hitting, interactive performance piece that encourages the audience to take responsibility for their language choices.  They have the opportunity to help resolve some of the issues that arise between the characters, using the style of forum theatre, thus empowering the pupils to reach their own conclusions as a group.

Duration:  1 hour

This piece contains strong homophobic language - which is fully addressed within the workshop.

Prejudice and Assumptions Workshop – Caboodle Arts Company

During the workshop the participants further explore the issues raised during the performance.  This workshop has been designed to act as a springboard to discussion, debate and awareness on the issues of homophobia, homoscopophobia, bi-phobia and heterosexism.  

Using accessible drama games and techniques we challenge stereotypes, explore harassment and intimidation and the consequences of both.  

We also examine the effect of the assumptions that are generated within the performance, and how those ideas may affect their views on sexuality.
